HOLIDAYS

Feast of Apparition of the Holy Cross
Sunday, May 2, 2021

This feast is dedicated to the Apparition of the Holy Cross in Jerusalem.
At noon on May 19, 351, a bright, luminous cross appeared over the skies
of Jerusalem, centered over an area spanning from the Mount of Olives
(where Christ was betrayed and arrested) to Golgotha (where Christ was
crucified). Awestruck, the faithful of Jerusalem rush to church to give
thanks and glorify the Lord. Bishop Cyril (later St. Cyril of Jerusalem)
subsequently wrote a letter to Emperor Constantine of Byzantium
wherein he describes the miraculous and beautiful scene. St. Cyril tells
Constantine that the apparition is a true testimony of the orthodox faith
of Christianity.

Further, St. Cyril exhorts the Emperor that the appearance is a sign for
ELP ‘

him to remain steadfast in his faith, and to stop defending the heretical
movement of Arianism and its promulgators. The Armenian translation
of the Bishop’s letter has been preserved by the Church, and is read each
year on the Feast of the Apparition of the Holy Cross. The Armenian
Church celebrates this feast 28 days following Easter Sunday.

THE 5TH SUNDAY AFTER EASTER
GOOD SHEPHERD SUNDAY
The fifth Sunday of Easter is known as Good Shepherd Sunday and it is
the “World Day of Prayer for Vocations.” The scripture lessons for this
day concern the role of the shepherds of God’s flock in the Church. Each




year on this Sunday, we reflect on the image of Jesus as the Good
Shepherd who devotedly and kindly takes care of his flock.

Introducing himself as the good shepherd of his flock, Jesus makes three
claims in today’s gospel.

1) He knows his sheep and his sheep hear his voice: Just as the
Palestinian shepherds knew each sheep of their flock by name, and the
sheep knew their shepherd and his voice, so Jesus knows each one of us,
our needs, our merits and our faults. He loves us as we are, with all our
limitations, and he expects us to return his love by keeping his words. He
speaks to us at every Mass, through the Bible, through our pastors,
through our parents, through our friends and through the events of our
lives. "God whispers to us in our pleasures, He speaks to us in our
consciences, and He shouts to us in our pain!" (C.S. Lewis). 2) He gives
eternal life to us, his sheep by receiving us into his sheepfold and giving
us faith in Baptism, and by strengthening that faith in Confirmation. He
supplies food for our souls in the Holy Eucharist and in the divine words
of the holy Bible. He makes our society holy by the sacraments of
matrimony and the priesthood. 3) He protects his sheep by placing them
in the loving hands of his Almighty Father. Without him to guide us and
protect us, we are an easy prey for the spiritual wolves of this world,
including Satan and his minions.

In chapter ten of John’s Gospel, Jesus adds two more roles to those of
the good shepherd. He goes in search of stray lambs and heals the sick
ones. Jesus heals the wounds of our souls through the sacrament of
Reconciliation and strengthens us in illness and old age with the
sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick. Jesus dies for his sheep: Just as
the shepherds of ancient days protected their sheep from wild animals
and thieves by risking their own lives, so Jesus died in expiation for the
sins of all people.

Through today’s gospel, Jesus teaches one of the central aspects of the
ministerial priesthood: the priest as shepherd. It means that a priest is
one who, by his consecration, lives for others. The title, “Father”, like the
title, “Shepherd," expresses a relation of loving service to others, from
the most sacred ministries to the most trivial chores.

Life Messages: Let us become good shepherds and good sheep, good
leaders and good followers.

Heenoonk Daily Prayer Rule
The resurrection of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ gives us joy and hope.
For this reason, we celebrate the season of resurrection for fifty days! (In
Armenian, the 50 days of Zadeeg is referred to as “Heenoonk,” the final
day being the Feast of Pentecost).
His resurrection is the center of our faith as a proclamation of victory over
death.
It is this victory that stands in the face of Satan and the forces of evil that
threaten to deceive and enslave us, to drag us down and away from God’s
love, and renders those forces powerless!
Jesus has ushered in a new world, a new Kingdom, one in which he is the
End of all things, not death! And so we pray and give thanks for the
abundant life Jesus shares with his followers, his eternal life which we
experience here and now.
All these prayers are taken from the sacred tradition of the Armenian
Church, most of them from the treasury of blessing we call the
Zhamakeerk.

We urge all faithful through the season of the resurrection to find ten
minutes each day, preferably at a designated time and location, and read
this prayer rule aloud from beginning to end. You can do this alone, with
your family, or with a friend.

It is also suggested to create a prayerful environment by setting up a
Cross, khachkar, icon, candle, and incense.

Keep in mind, this prayer rule is a starting point, a daily prayer rule that
should ideally create a habit of prayer, where praise, repentance, and
reorienting ourselves toward God becomes a natural and regular part of
our lives.
